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(O) Sullivan: Ó Súileabháin (While there is no doubt that the basic word is súil (eye) there is a disagreement as to the meaning 

of the last part of the name.) This is the most numerous surname in Munster and is third in all Ireland. Originally of south Tip-

perary, the OõSullivans were forced westward by the Anglo-Norman invasion where they became one of the leading septs of the 

Munster Eoghanacht. There were several sub-septs, of which OõSullivan Mor and OõSullivan Beare were the most important.
